Maths activities
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Target practice – use empty boxes, pans and label them with numbers to 5 (or higher).  Use scrunched up newspaper to throw into them and keep a track of your score.   
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Any cooking or baking activity will involve lots of opportunities for maths.
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Tidying up – sorting toys into categories to tidy them away.
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Chalk numbers on the ground outside or write numbers on paper and use a plant spray outside to spray to spray the correct answer.  You can start with the child spraying the number you say if they need to develop their number recognition or you can ask them to spray the number that is one more/one less than the number you say.
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Mince pie game.  Using the inside packaging from a pack of mince pies (or anything similar) tell your child how many are missing.  Can you work out how many are left

Any counting songs – take a look at the medley that is linked.
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Any games that involve counting along a track, recognizing dice patterns or matching.
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Make a set of number cards 1-12. Place all of the cards randomly but face up. Ask your grown up to close their eyes and choose a card. Put that card down and try to continue the sequence by finding and placing the next three cards. If this is easy, try to do the same activity but putting down the next few cards counting backwards instead.
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
